

Sample In Class Debate Activities
Sample Business Situation Debate Activity
Suggestion: adjust the verbiage and incorporate into an existing activity.
Using the ethical dilemma or business situation within an existing case or class activity, divide the class into opposing sides and begin a debate on the merits of different potential courses of action/choices. The debate could include:

· Assigning students to defend one side of the argument (which may not be their own side) to gain understanding and empathy for others’ viewpoints 
· Having students communicate about the needs of various stakeholders to show the ability to understand the needs, desires, feelings etc. of others and react to them in an appropriate manner
· Supporting a specific decision or course of action to show the moral and social courage to uphold principles in the face of adversity
· Defending one’s position and explaining the rationale to show he or she can communicate the logic of their decisions effectively and persuasively to others

The suggestion is to consider using this approach to give students an opportunity to use a debate experience to continue to develop their ability to lead ethically and exhibit personal strengths.
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
