

Sample Team Led Class Activity
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Suggestion: adjust the verbiage and incorporate into an existing activity.

To give students the opportunity to lead by personal and organizational values and to navigate work groups through potential leadership challenges and/or ethical dilemmas, classes on the course readings will be led by your teams, one team per lesson. Your team is responsible for leading the class discussion to engage your fellow students’ interest and ensure you enhance their understanding of the concepts in the readings and help them apply those concepts. You should also tie the current material in with other material from the course. You are free to use whatever techniques, methods, technologies, exercises, format, etc. that you think will best enhance learning. Ask yourself, “what would the perfect class on this topic look like?” Students will lead the entire class, but leave 20 minutes for the instructor to do a wrap up of key points.

Your grade will be based entirely on your presentation (including your ability to communicate decisions and logic to others as well as exhibit personal strengths (such as confidence, courage, and managing stress). You’ll receive grades from the instructor (weighted 60% of total), and your teammates (weighted 40% of total). Your instructor will grade the presentation; you’ll assess the preparation, contribution, and participation of your teammates using a Peer Assessment Form provided. Be genuine in your dealings with your team and classmates, and show your ability to understand the feelings of others and react to them in an appropriate manner. 


The suggestion is to consider using this approach to give students an opportunity to use a first person experience to continue to develop their ability to lead ethically and exhibit personal strengths.
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
